In the early Church, to follow Jesus 
meant to risk one’s life. It meant 
alienation from society and often,

made from the palm branches of the 
previous year’s Palm Sunday services: 
they’re gathered after the celebration, 
dried over time, and eventually burned. 
What was once green and lifted high in 
hopeful praise is reduced to dust and 
traced into the sign of the cross.

The Church does this on purpose.
Nearly a year separates Palm Sunday 

from Ash Wednesday, yet the two 
are quietly bound together. One day 
carries the energy of expectation and 
celebration. The other carries the clarity 
of repentance. And rather than discard 
the symbol of joy, the Church allows it to 
be transformed. The branches are not 
thrown away. They are entrusted to fire…
and fire changes them.

That movement mirrors our own lives 
more than we might like to admit. We 
begin so many things with enthusiasm. 
We lift our branches high. We make 
promises: to God, to others, to ourselves. 
But time has a way of revealing our limits. 
Resolve dries out. Confidence thins. We 

discover how much we still need grace.
And that is where the ashes speak.
When we hear, “Repent, and believe 

the Gospel,” the call is not toward 
despair. It is toward return. Repentance 
simply means turning—turning away from 
self-reliance and back toward mercy. 
Turning from illusion and toward truth. 
Turning from performance and toward 
grace.

The branches become ashes. 
Celebration passes through fire. And 
what remains is placed upon us not 
as a mark of shame, but as a sign of 
belonging.

By the second week of Lent, the initial 
resolve may already feel stretched. The 
disciplines are less novel. The inward 
reflection feels more honest. But perhaps 
this is precisely where transformation 
begins—not in spectacle, but in 
surrender. Not in grand declarations, but 
in quiet turning.

Ash is what remains after fire has done 
its work. It is simple. Unadorned. Real. 
And in the Christian story, it is never the 
final word. It is preparation, a clearing of 
space for grace to grow.

The visible mark fades.
But the invitation does not.

moral crossroads before ultimately 
discovering compassion and belonging.

reminding us that we are stronger 
together than we are alone,” shares Bella 
Briseno, student minister. “We believe 
God designed us for community, where 
encouragement, support and shared joy 
help us grow in ways we can’t on our 
own.”

Worshipping and seeking God together 
helps students grow in confidence and 
genuine faith, making retreats a powerful 
catalyst for spiritual development.

“At retreat, students have fun and 
meaningful shared experiences that last 
longer than the actual retreat,” says Floyd 
Joseph, WC Students co-director. “For 
some students, retreats are where they 
find their Christian community or begin 
their faith journey. There is something 
about getting away from the stressors 
and distractions of everyday life to 
discover God anew or for the first time.”

Samantha Mickan, a WC student, 
states, “Every year, I come to Two Is 
Better. I learn more ways to strengthen 

and deepen my relationship with the 
Lord. I have been introduced to mentors 
who have turned into my best friends 
and people I will always call home. This 
year, I was reminded of who God says I 
am, that I shouldn’t compare myself to 
the people and things around me. This 
weekend allowed me to forget about my 
worries, to-do lists and pressures and to 
fall into peace and realign myself with 
God.”

These retreats “allow our staff to truly 
connect with students, hear about their 
lives and invest in who they are, while 
also providing focused time for worship 
and learning more about who God is 
in their personal faith journeys,” says 
Briseno.

Similarly, Manistry, WC’s male student 
retreat, is geared toward young men 
to gather for discipleship and spiritual 
equipping in a way that encourages 
training for success in the faith and 
learning how to live with purpose.

“It’s tough for guys to express their faith 
or find other guys who are following the 
Lord,” says Joseph. “Manistry exists for 
guys to have a place to do guy things 
and see that God exists in those places, 
too. It helps guys find connections they 
didn’t know they had or needed.”

From Feb. 27–28, the guys enjoyed 
great food, retro gaming, uplifting 
worship and devotion time, and 
interactive challenges. Inspired by the 

purposeful living described in 
1 Corinthians 9:26, Manistry 
“helps guys find the freedom 
to worship, and in this laid-
back format, they are free to 
ask questions about faith and 
sit in conversations as long as 
needed to discover new things 
about the Lord,” says Joseph.

“One of the most meaningful 
moments from this year’s Two Is Better 
retreat was watching the girls connect,” 
says Briseno. “Seeing friendships form so 
naturally across ages was a core memory 
for our team and a beautiful picture of 
the community we hope to create.”

WC Students understand that the 
joy of shared laughter, fun times and 
meaningful experiences helps create 
beautiful memories and strengthens 
bonds, making the journey of 
discipleship even more special.

Missed a retreat? There is so much 
available and even more exciting 
things coming soon. Students are 
invited to experience Wednesday night 
worship and service nights, Crave and 
Intersection.

with Blueprint Ministries, a CAPS-certified 
home repair organization serving low-
income individuals and families living 
in substandard housing. On this trip, 
women 18 and older are invited to help 
repair homes, giving families a safer 
living experience.

According to the U.S. Census Bureau, 
San Antonio had the third-highest 
poverty rate among U.S. metropolitan 
areas in 2023 and 2024. The city’s 
poverty rate is about 13%, only slightly 
lower than Houston’s and Detroit’s, 
exceeding both the state and national 
averages. A substantial portion of the 
population faces housing instability, 
excessive cost burdens and the urgent 
need for home repairs that often 
remain unaddressed due to insufficient 
funds and limited access to affordable 
resources. With nearly a quarter of 
housing units in the area built before 
1960, these older, low-income homes 
frequently fall short of modern safety 
codes and accessibility standards.

With the high volume of home repairs 
in impoverished areas, organizations 
such as Blueprint Ministries aim to 
provide the tools, resources and 
assistance for San Antonio homeowners 
who are at risk of displacement in rapidly 
appreciating neighborhoods. They 
believe that by restoring homes, they are 
restoring hope. Their website describes 
their top priorities as “[enabling] 
our homeowners to remain in their 
homes long-term … We have received 
specialized training in serving the needs 
of people who want to remain in their 
current homes long-term and may need 
some modifications to enable that to 
happen.”

Blueprint exists to lend a helping hand 
to the community, as well as provide 
volunteer and servant leadership 
opportunities for individuals who desire a 
way to give back. Whether it is repairing 
damaged walls and leaks, installing 
new floors and mounting ceiling fans, 
or simply providing a listening ear 
for homeowners, all of these actions 

demonstrate the essence of a servant’s 
heart.

Eager to embark on her fourth San 
Antonio women’s mission trip this spring, 
Beverly Chernoff, volunteer coordinator, 
understands the impact of the work done 
on this trip.

“The quality of one’s living space 
is fundamental to well-being,” says 
Chernoff. “It can significantly affect 
one’s emotional and mental welfare 
if resources to fix and better their 
environments are limited or unreachable. 
It can be life-changing to know that there 
are people who care enough and are 
willing to help.”

In response to concerns some 
women may have about their skill level 
or capability to participate, Chernoff 
says, “You don’t know until you go 
… you don’t have to know anything 
to join. Oftentimes, just hearing the 
homeowner’s story is enough. You’ll be 
surprised by how easy it is. All the tools 
are provided, and there are leaders for 
each project.”

With fellowship, devotions, worship 
and shared experiences, this trip is 
not only an accessible and affordable 
way to serve, but also a chance to 
experience God on an entirely new level. 
By stepping out in faith, participants can 
experience personal transformation and 
growth by putting others’ needs above 
their own.

“God is already there,” explains 
Chernoff. “We can be the hands and feet 
of Jesus wherever we go to remind them 
that God loves them. It is heartwarming 
to help those who have given up hope.”

Let your relationship with Jesus 
overflow into the lives of those who need 
your help. What might begin as a mission 
trip may become a life lesson in empathy, 
humility and generosity. Join us this April 
and come experience what it means to 
love in action.

to a church. We can sit on the sidelines 
and observe; we can soak up the 
benefits without ever really taking risks 
to follow Jesus. Apathy is the modern 
scourge that can keep us from being a 
disciple.

The word apathy is interesting; it 
comes from the Greek apatheia, which 
means “without feeling.” It means we 
live (and believe) without feeling, with 
no passion, without fervent spirit. The 
simple meaning is well expressed by 
our modern vernacular: “Who cares?” It 
means that we are mere bystanders to 
the work of God, that we never really 
invest ourselves in the church. 

A fascinating piece of satire 
challenges us: “Have you heard about 
The Church of Apathy? If you don’t want 
to identify with any specific religion or 
take on any life commitment, yet you 
are not comfortable with atheism or 
agnosticism, you may find your place 
in The Church of Apathy. You would 
be called an Apathist. The founders of 
this church thought about it for several 

years before actually doing anything. 
They looked for a location, but decided it 
was too much trouble, so embraced the 
concept of not meeting. The next step 
was to find a minister, but nobody really 
wanted to look for one. Besides, they 
were having trouble finding somebody 
who cared about not caring. Finally, they 
decided to adopt a creed: Who knows? 
Who cares? We certainly don’t; we’re 
Apathists!”

A tongue in cheek thought, admittedly; 
but our response should be “Heaven 
forbid!” In fact, the third chapter of 
Revelation reminds us that no sin 
so displeases Jesus as apathy. Out 
of apathy flow ingratitude, inaction, 
indifference, and silence.

We are called to be passionate 
followers of Christ who give our best 
to the Church! Notice how the evil one 
would derail our mission today, “Satan is 
such a wily sage. He doesn’t come up to 
folks and invite them into the slime pits of 
sin; he just lulls them into indifference...
little by little, he encroaches upon our 
faithfulness.”
