students carry with them long after the
trip ends.

Because space is limited, students who
register are initially placed on a first-
come, first-served wait list. The number
of students who can attend is determined
entirely by the number of adult leaders
who sign up.

For every adult work group leader
who registers, five students are added
to the final roster. If a parent of a wait-
listed student registers as a work group
leader, their student will automatically be
added to the final roster.

Middle School Mission Trip

Middle school students will also
have the opportunity to serve during
a weeklong mission trip to San Antonio.
Students from the graduating classes
of 2031 and 2032 are eligible to attend.

Participants will stay at the University
of the Incarnate Word while serving
alongside local churches and
ministries. Projects will focus on helping
neighborhoods and organizations
throughout the city, offering students a
chance to see firsthand how faith can be
lived out through service.

Like the high school trip, the week will
combine hands-on work with worship,
devotion times and opportunities for
students to deepen their relationships
with one another. Shared meals, group
games and evening gatherings create
an atmosphere where friendships grow
quickly, and students experience the joy
of serving together.

7th Grade Trip

For students preparing to enter the
Student Ministry for the first time, the 7th
Grade Trip offers a perfect introduction.

Scheduled for June 2-3, this two-day
adventure is designed specifically for
the class of 2031. Students will travel
across the Metroplex experiencing a
series of fun activities and surprises
along the way.

The trip is intentionally designed to
help incoming seventh graders connect
with one another and with the Student

Ministry staff. By the end of the two
days, students often return home with
new friendships and a strong sense of
belonging as they step into the next
chapter of church life.

The Key Ingredient: Adult Leaders

Behind every successful student
mission trip is a team of dedicated adult
volunteers.

This year alone, the High School
Mission Trip requires more than 75
adults to serve as work group leaders.
These leaders guide small groups of
students through daily service projects
while helping facilitate discussions and
devotional times.

Each work group includes one adult
leader for every five students, meaning
the number of adults who register
directly determines how many students
can attend.

Leaders are never expected to do it
alone. Adult volunteers typically serve
alongside one or two other leaders,
working together to guide students
through their projects and encourage
meaningful conversations throughout the
week.

And while adults sign up to serve the
students, many discover they gain just as
much from the experience. Leaders often
describe the week as a rare opportunity
to connect with students, laugh together,
witness spiritual growth and participate
in powerful evening worship services
alongside them.

It is common knowledge that being
a faithful mama is hard, yet holy, work.

It takes immense fervency, unrelenting
faith and incomprehensible love to
show up each day for one’s family. As
children grow, it can be challenging to
stay adaptable and informed amid the
constant changes life brings.

Support groups can play an important
role in maintaining a sense of self and
reducing feelings of isolation. Gathering
with others in similar stages of life
promotes solidarity and can improve
overall mental health. By offering a safe
place to share struggles and advice,
support groups help people manage
stress while providing practical parenting
insight and building meaningful
friendships.

As part of the Care and Support
ministries at White’s Chapel, Moms
Next is a community group designed
to help mothers navigate the ups
and downs of raising school-aged
children. The group gathers regularly
to offer encouragement, restoration
and reassurance as mothers walk
together through the exciting and often
challenging journey of parenthood.

“We are a group of busy moms of
middle- and high school-aged children
who gather to support, encourage and
share this stage of our lives and our
kids’ lives,” explained Lenora Prichard
and Debbie Cantu, two of the group’s
leaders. “New moms can expect a group
of very supportive Christian women who
offer fellowship, encouragement, advice,
fun and friendship. It is a place where
moms can gather and be accepted just
as they are”

Developed more than a decade ago as
an extension of the MOPS (Moms of Pre
Schoolers) International program, Moms
Next continues to foster connection
among mothers whose children have
grown beyond the early years.

“The Moms Next chapter at White’s
Chapel began when many of our children
aged out of the MOPS program and the
moms wanted to continue meeting for
fellowship, support and fun,” Cantu and
Prichard explain. “The group has now
been going strong at White’s Chapel for
nearly 15 years. Over time it has evolved,
and today our members have middle
school, high school and even college-
aged children.”

For parents of older children, new
pressures and isolation can arise.
Whether navigating puberty, academic
challenges, college preparation or the
complexities of teenage relationships,

the constant need to remain prepared
and dependable can create stress and
anxiety. Moms Next seeks to provide
a place where mothers can celebrate
triumphs, share disappointments and
remember that they are not alone.

“The teenage years are very hard on
kids as well as parents,” Prichard says.
“We offer a safe space for parenting
ideas, support and real connection for
moms raising kids during these years.”

Moms Next meets on the first and third
Wednesdays of each month at 9:30 a.m.
during the school year. Gatherings take
place at White’s Chapel and typically
last between 90 minutes and two hours.
Meetings are often followed by a group
lunch outing.

The gatherings are free and open
to the public, and no registration is
required. Childcare is not currently
provided.

Throughout the year, leaders plan
a variety of activities for the group,
including guest speakers, devotionals,
creative projects and volunteer
opportunities.

“Moms Next recognizes that each
year our kids grow and change, and
so does the culture around them—and
around us,” Prichard says. “We offer
speakers who are subject-matter experts
on topics such as nutrition and college
planning, host roundtable discussions,
lead devotionals, do hands-on projects
like cake decorating and participate in
community service activities.”

Once each year, the group also
organizes a day trip while children are
in school. Past outings have included
visits to the Fort Worth Botanic Garden,
art exhibits, Magnolia Market and local
brunch spots.

When asked what they personally love
most about Moms Next, Prichard and
Cantu answer without hesitation.

“The connections and friendships with
the women in the group are what make
us passionate about Moms Next,” they
say. “The wealth of knowledge, support
and encouragement we share with one
another is incredibly rewarding.”

Motherhood can be difficult. In the
constant effort to ensure children are
thriving, it can be easy for mothers
to forget about their own well-being.
Joining a group where experiences
and encouragement can be shared is
a meaningful way to strengthen both
families and friendships.

“Knowing that you are not on this
parenting journey alone, and having
other Christian women with whom you
can share thoughts and feelings is such a
blessing during this stage of life.”

Needless to say, that wasn’t the option
this normally compliant gal chose. But,
all these years later, | still wonder how
many times dreams get dashed, life
trajectories get trampled, and visions
are vacated because of an uncontrolled
self-serving, careless, or angry comment.
How often does an unrestrained tongue
leave victims lying in its wake? Many
New Testament writers have warnings
for believers who disregard the
potential division and devastation of an
uncontrolled tongue. But two of the most
haunting warnings come from James 3,

"If anyone thinks he is religious and does
not bridle his tongue, he deceives his
heart.” And from Jesus in Matthew 12,
“But | tell you that everyone will have to
give account on the day of judgment for
every empty word they have spoken.”
Words are powerful things. They can hurt
or heal, discourage or deliver others from
darkness, slam doors or ensure they are
open wide.

windshield and end it sweating in flip-
flops while questioning every life choice
that led you to wear a wool sweater.

In the span of a single week, we will
experience winter, spring, allergy season
and what we might be willing to describe
as “early July, but with better manners
and a lot more wind.”

Getting dressed in March is essentially
a competitive sport. You stand in your
closet whispering, “Layer. Always layer.”
Turtleneck? Maybe. Sundress? Possibly.
Rain boots? Absolutely. Sunglasses? Yes.
Jacket? Also yes. Somewhere in Texas
there is a woman in a fleece vest, shorts
and sandals, and she is not wrong.

And just when you’ve figured out your
wardrobe strategy, someone reminds
you it’s spring break.

Spring break in March feels like
someone hit fast-forward on the school
year. One minute we are packing
lunches and signing permission slips;
the next minute we are Googling “beach
destinations” and pretending we are
spontaneous people. If you stay home,
you attempt a “staycation,” which means
reorganizing a closet and calling it rest. If
you travel, you pack three climates worth
of clothing because—again—March
cannot be trusted.

Suddenly the days are “longer’. Oh
yes, March is when we welcome Daylight
Saving Time—that special day each
year when we all agree to pretend that
moving the clock changes the sun. One
specific Sunday at 2 a.m. we magically
lose an hour of sleep, gain an hour of
confusion, and spend the rest of the day
(and week) wondering why we feel like
mildly annoyed zombies. Meanwhile, the
microwave and car clocks are wrong for
the next six months, and the sun carries
on completely unimpressed with our little
time-changing ceremony.

Meanwhile, the church calendar
gently but firmly reminds us that it is
Lent. The sanctuary shifts to purple.
We're reflecting, praying, considering
what to give up—sugar, social media,
complaining about the weather (too
much?). There is something beautifully
grounding about Lent landing right in

the middle of this meteorological chaos.
While the wind is rearranging patio
furniture outside, inside we are preparing
our hearts for Easter.

And Easter in March (or very early
April) adds a whole new layer of urgency.
Suddenly there are pastel shirts and ties
and dresses, egg hunts, choir rehearsals,
lilies, and the annual realization that
white shoes are apparently back on
the table. The pollen is thick enough
to qualify as a side dish, and yet we
press on—because resurrection trumps
ragweed every time.

Of course, we cannot talk about March
without mentioning basketball. Even
people who have never watched a single
regular-season game suddenly become
bracketologists. Offices are suspiciously
quiet during afternoon tipoffs.
Productivity dips. Loyalty shifts. There
is always one person who picks teams
based solely on mascots and ends up
winning the pool. It’s chaos. It's dramatic.
It's beautiful.

And let us not forget St. Patrick’s Day—
the one day we collectively agree to
wear green so as not to be pinched by
third graders and enthusiastic coworkers.
We drink something mint-flavored. We
claim distant Irish heritage. We celebrate
luck while knowing full well we are
running purely on caffeine and sheer
willpower.

March also brings spring fever—
that restless, window-opening, deep-
cleaning, decluttering energy. We start
projects. We plant things. We decide this
is the year we will finally organize the
garage. We feel the school year winding
down, the countdown to May beginning
to tick. Teachers, students and parents all
share the same look: hopeful but slightly
overwhelmed.

By the end of the month, we are sun-
kissed, windblown, mildly allergic and
spiritually reflective.

March is not orderly. It does not believe
in moderation. It arrives with basketballs,
beach bags, purple stoles, green T-shirts
and a cold front—sometimes all on the
same day.

is trying to restrain us from fun—never
understanding then what (I hope) we
know now: that all those restraints were
really just trying to keep us safe.

There is a part of us, though, that
never learns that lesson. We live with
the constant voice of adolescent
rebellion stirring in our guts. We don’t
like limits. We don’t like restriction.
Ironically, we don’t like being told no.
So, we take matters into our own aged-
but-still-infantile hands.

We are rebels, you and I. It’s the
Gospel’s truth. We’ve rebelled against
God’s love; we’ve rebelled against His
law. Like impudent teenagers, we have
defied the will and expectations of our
heavenly Father—and we fear getting
caught.

But here’s the thing: the best thing
in the world for us is to get caught—to
get caught by the One who loved us
enough to die for us, to get caught by
the One who wants to forgive us and to

set our feet on a new and better path.
For, like all good and caring parents,
God’s limits were never intended to
hamper us; they were intended to free
us—to free us to live that life that is
really life, not to settle for settling, not
to endure enduring. The life God calls
us to is not a cheap imitation of life; it is
life unimaginable, life uncontainable, life
eternal—a life made possible only by His
death.

For it is in dying to ourselves—
rebelling against all our lower angels
and against all the whims of our mortal
flesh—that we find that sort of life. It
is in following Jesus’ own example
of surrender, in Jesus’ own act of
defiance—defying His own will, defying
His own wants, defying His own desires
for safety and comfort and ease—that
we find the courage to trust God’s good
intentions for us, that we finally find the
courage to say “yes!”
